Tanjore painting and West Bangal’s Potochitro?

Decoration Guidelines 

 Borders should reflect the assigned state’s culture (e.g., Alpana for Bengal, 

Chinar leaves for Kashmir, Kolam for Tamil Nadu). 

 Keep decoration simple but meaningful. 

 Use bright but not cluttered colours. 

 

Design and Layout 

 Use meaningful and simple decoration (e.g., state motifs, cultural borders). 

 Organize content neatly and clearly so it’s easy to read. 

 Use colourful markers/sketches to make the chart attractive but not overcrowded. 

 Each group will take a print out of the Assessment Rubric and paste it behind

In contrast, 

West Bengal features Gangetic plains, the Sundarbans Delta with its extensive 

waterways, the Chotanagpur Plateau in the northwest, and northern Himalayan foothills. 

Sustainable tourism in the Darjeeling Hills and Nilgiri Heights focuses on responsible 

travel that supports the environment and local communities, countering the negative 

impacts of over-tourism like pollution and habitat degradation. Key strategies include 

promoting eco-friendly practices, conserving resources, educating tourists and locals on 

sustainability, preserving local culture, and supporting local businesses to ensure the 

well-being of these unique mountainous regions.
