Environment means all the natural surroundings such as land,
air, water, plants, animals, solid materials, wastes, sunlight,
forests etc. A healthy environment maintains nature’s balance
as well as helps in growing, nourishing and developing all the
living things on the earth. It is a blanket that keeps life on the
planet safe and sound. It plays a vital role in keeping living
things healthy in the environment. Most importantly, our
environment is the source of natural beauty.

The environment gives us countless benefits that we can’t repay our entire life. Human activities are
the major cause of environmental degradation because most of the activities humans do, harm the
environment in some way. One such activity is the disposal of
waste.

TRASH... Did you know that people and industries in India
produce over 62 million tonnes of waste in a year? Oh, that's
a lot of garbage! Or rather a lot of waste!

What exactly is ‘waste’?

In simple words, waste is anything that is discarded, rejected or otherwise released into the
environment in a manner that could have an impact on that environment.

How can YOU help?

By learning about and practising the 3Rs of waste management, that is reduce, reuse and recycle.
Practising all 3Rs every day is not only important for a healthy environment but can also be fun.

The 3Rs:
REDUCE:

Reduce is to make something smaller or use less, resulting in a smaller amount of waste. A key part
of ‘waste reduction’ is conservation. So how can you reduce it?
[ buy products with little or minimal packaging

[ refuse store bags, take your own

'] avoid single serve containers a ‘
REUSE: REDUCE

You can reuse disposable materials in their original form instead of throwing them away or passing
those materials on to others who could use them. Do remember, one man's trash is another man's
treasure! We can reuse things in the following ways:

[ use cloth bags and stop ripping the papers of gifts

(1 use washable table napkins instead of paper napkins ,
[ take along washable cups or mugs instead of using disposables like ’

plastic cups, plates, utensils and plastic food storage bags “

[ if you are replacing household items, donate the old ones

RECYCLE:

Recycling occurs when you save and take reversible materials to places where
they can be remade into either the same product or new products rather than just
tossing them away.

Making new items from recycled ones takes less energy and other resources than
making products from brand-new materials. Your recycling mission is not
impossible! In fact, it can be done by not throwing away anything that can be
recycled such as cardboard, plastic bags and bottles, paper and newspapers,
aluminium and steel cans, garden waste etc.
